– collectively: the Parties, at the place and on the date indicated below and under the following terms and conditions:


I. Subject matter of the Agreement


1. Under this Agreement, in the Safe Centre operated by the MNB in the Capital Square Office Building at 1133 Budapest, Váci út 76. (hereinafter: Safe Centre), the MNB provides access, at no charge, for the researcher(s) [type of legal relationship between the Institution and the Researcher] with the Institution as indicated in the Safe Centre Application Form (Annex 1 to this Agreement, hereinafter: Application Form) to the following data set(s) managed by the MNB (hereinafter: Data Set):

3. Term of Safe Centre access:

4. The MNB will retain the Data Set in an unaltered form for 5 years, allowing the Researcher to access it according to the rules for using the Safe Centre at any time at the Researcher’s discretion. 

5. The Data Set may only be accessed by the Researcher. Access by persons other than those indicated in the Application Form may only be made with the MNB’s prior written permission, and requires amendments to the Application Form and this Agreement.


II. Rights and obligations of the Parties

6. The Institution hereby acknowledges that the Safe Centre is an environment operated separately from the MNB’s internal systems, set up in the building that houses the MNB, and equipped with a video surveillance system, where the Researcher shall not:

[bookmark: _Hlk495051813]a) produce physical printouts of documents; the Safe Centre is not equipped with a physical printer, which prevents the production of printouts in the Safe Centre environment;

b) copy the Data Set onto any external storage medium;

[bookmark: _Hlk490730422][bookmark: _Hlk5199450]c) copy the data used for the research to any area outside the Researcher’s own profile on the local hard drive of the client PC; the Researcher may only save proprietary working materials and research findings to the area under the Researcher’s own researcher profile on the local hard drive of the client PC;

d) connect any device to client PCs; the connection interfaces on client PCs cannot be used;

e) take telephones or any other devices that are suitable for mobile communication and recording into the Safe Centre; before entering the Safe Centre, for the duration of the sessions the Researcher must make use of the lockable storage provided by the MNB to deposit any telephones, mobile communication devices, image, audio and video recording devices in their possession. Laptops and similar devices of a larger size that are suitable for mobile communication and recording must not be brought inside the MNB building;

f) use internet or email; Safe Centre clients are operated in an isolated environment, where the internet and internet-based services cannot be used;

[bookmark: _Hlk495056814]g) take any non-electronic (handwritten) notes away from the Safe Centre; in connection with the research, the Researcher may only produce notes either in an electronic form saved to the Researcher’s storage space, or on the whiteboards placed in the Safe Centre;

h) modify system settings; according to the administrator settings of Safe Centre client PCs, system settings cannot be modified on client PCs;

i) intentionally cover or damage the cameras;

j) enter the Safe Centre unless taking part in an approved research project.

7. The Institution hereby acknowledges that the Researcher may only perform calculations and analyses on the client PCs in the Safe Centre, and may only use the MNB’s devices to store research findings. The Institution further acknowledges that the Researcher may take external program code into the Safe Centre, but not external data files (databases).

8. The Institution hereby acknowledges that the Researcher may only enter the Safe Centre in the opening hours determined by the MNB and published on its website, after booking a session in advance.

9. The Institution hereby acknowledges that the Researcher is under an obligation to observe the MNB’s regulations on access, security and fire safety while staying in the MNB’s building. 

10. The Institution hereby acknowledges that to support Safe Centre work, in addition to the Data Set and the related metadata, the MNB will make the following supplementary information available to the Researcher in an electronic format for the term of the research:

[bookmark: _Hlk535591467][bookmark: _Hlk534708272]a) descriptions of methodology for the data categories to be covered by the research; data cleaning procedure for cleaned data; data collection information and questionnaires (indicating variable names);

b) a list of variables included in the data tables, unambiguously and accurately specifying the name and unit of each variable;

c) descriptions of the classifications and nomenclatures included in the data tables (both for earlier reference dates and as currently in effect).

In accordance with Article 41(2) of Act CLV of 2016 on Official Statistics (hereinafter: Official Statistics Act), in order to ensure that the risk of the research findings leading to the divulgence of individual statistical units is minimized in line with the best available approaches to statistical methodology, the research findings produced in the Safe Centre will be tested exhaustively for protection against divulgence. The MNB will carry out ex-post data protection tests on the research findings within 7 business days following receipt of the Research Findings Documentation Template (Annex 3 to this Agreement), fully completed by the Researcher in respect of the research findings in question and submitted to the MNB. Where the Researcher submits multiple research findings at the same time to be tested for data protection, or the anticipated time required for data protection testing exceeds 7 business days due to the complexity of the finding in question, the MNB must notify the Researcher accordingly by email. 
Research findings are only tested for data protection, and any liability for quality errors remains with the Researcher.

12. The Institution hereby acknowledges that research findings that have been tested and approved for data protection, along with the password generated by the MNB and sent in advance to the mobile phone number stated in the Researcher’s contact details on the Safe Centre Application Form, will be sent in a compressed and encrypted file by the MNB to the Researcher’s email address stated in the Safe Centre Application Form.

13. The Institution hereby acknowledges that both the Institution and the Researcher must take all administrative and technical measures required to ensure that the Data Set made available by the MNB under Point 1 of this Agreement is only used by the Institution and the Researcher for the research purpose stated in the Application Form and in Point 2 of this Agreement, and that the Data Set does not come to the knowledge of unauthorized third parties. The Institution and the Researcher have joint and several liability for compliance with the obligations set out in this point.

14. Additionally, the Institution and the Researcher have joint and several liability for not attempting, by any means, to identify any of the entities included in the Data Set or divulge any information about such entities, and for ensuring that the research findings that have been produced in the Safe Centre and made available to the Research after being tested for data protection, do not contain any information whereby the entities may be identified directly, or any information about them may be divulged. The Institution and the Researcher remain liable under this point for an unlimited period following the termination of the Agreement.

15. The Institution hereby acknowledges that in all publications, works and studies based on the findings made using Safe Centre data, the Researcher must indicate the MNB as the source of data, to be accompanied by a statement that the MNB has no liability whatsoever for the findings and the conclusions drawn from them, as follows:

“This document has been produced using the data set(s) [name(s) of the Data Set(s)] provided by the Magyar Nemzeti Bank. The calculations contained in this document and the conclusions drawn from them are the exclusive intellectual property of [Author’s name] as author.”

The Researcher must arrange for the public disclosure of any publications, works and studies produced on the basis of the findings made as part of research carried out using the Data Set (hereinafter collectively: works), as well as for the submission of a copy of each work to the MNB prior to its public disclosure. The duty of disclosure under this paragraph also applies when amendments are made to previously disclosed works.

16. In the event of non-compliance with any of the obligations under Point 15, as part of its next accreditation procedure the MNB may deny data access until the deficiency is corrected.

17. The Institution hereby acknowledges the following: 
a) the MNB makes the Data Set available to the Researcher “As Is”, and excludes its liability, to the fullest extent permitted by law, for the suitability of the Data Set for the research purpose stated in Point 2; 

b) any research findings made as part of the research and delivered to the Researcher after being tested for data protection may only be used for the research purpose stated in Point 2;

c) the MNB shall not have any liability, whether express or implied, for the quality, accuracy, reliability and contents of the research findings produced in the Safe Centre environment; such findings are produced solely at the risk and discretion of the Institution and the Researcher;

d) in view of the limitations set out in Subpoint a) to c) above, the MNB excludes its liability for any direct or indirect, consequential, material and non-material damage, including but not limited to any claims for lost profits and damage to reputation, that may result from the use of the Data Set, in particular from the errors or deficiencies of any research findings produced in the Safe Centre environment.

18. The Institution and the Researcher shall have joint and several liability for any and all material and non-material damage caused in connection with the research to the MNB or any of the entities included in the Data Set as a result of a breach of this Agreement.

19. The Institution hereby acknowledges that for the purposes of publishing based on the research findings, both the Institution and the Researcher must comply with the provisions set out in the Official Statistics Act, Act CXII of 2011 on the right to informational self- determination and on freedom of information (hereinafter: Information Act), Regulation (EU) 2016/679 of the European Parliament and of the Council of 27 April 2016 on the protection of natural persons with regard to the processing of personal data and on the free movement of such data, and repealing Directive 95/46/EC (hereinafter: GDPR), and the rules for using the Safe Centre as set out in this Agreement. 

20. The Institution hereby acknowledges that in the event of a Researcher violating the rules for using the Safe Centre as laid down in this Agreement the MNB may impose the following sanctions:

a) Where the misconduct is administrative in nature and has not severely compromised the protection of Safe Centre data, e.g. the Researcher has failed to notify the MNB about a publication produced using the research findings, or failed to acknowledge the source properly, the MNB’s Customer Relation Manager will remind the Researcher in writing. After a set number of consecutive reminders, which need not concern the same research, the MNB may suspend the Researcher’s access, and prohibit the Researcher from using the Safe Centre for a specific period of time.

b) Where the misconduct has given rise to a security incident without the latter severely compromising the protection of Safe Centre data, the MNB will record the misconduct and suspend the Researcher’s data access. After a set number of suspensions, the MNB may prohibit the Researcher from using the Safe Centre for a specific period of time. For the purposes of this Subpoint, security incidents include in particular cases where a communication or recording device or any written document (book, note, etc.) is taken into the Safe Centre.

c) Where the misconduct has given rise to a security incident that has severely compromised the protection of Safe Centre data, the MNB will record the misconduct and with immediate effect and permanently prohibit the Researcher from using the Safe Centre.

21. The Institution hereby acknowledges the Researcher’s obligation to sign the Declaration of Commitments (hereinafter: Declaration) attached to this Agreement as Annex 2.

23. In the event that the Institution fails to comply with any of the obligations set out in this Agreement, or the Researcher with any of those set out in the Declaration, the MNB may terminate this Agreement with immediate effect in a written statement to the Institution (termination for cause), and, for 5 years following termination, reject any applications for Safe Centre access submitted by the Institution and deny access to all Researchers of the Institution.

In the event of the Agreement being terminated for cause, the MNB will immediately cancel the Researcher’s access to the Safe Centre, and arrange for legal prosecution as required.

24. Any issue not regulated herein shall be governed by the provisions of the Official Statistics Act, Act CXXXIX of 2013 on the Magyar Nemzeti Bank, the Information Act, the GDPR, and Act V of 2013 on the Civil Code.
